Placement Specification

(UEFA C Licence) and currently undertaking a relevant Undergraduate or post-graduate 
degree (e.g., Sports Coaching) and/or are working towards the UEFA B Licence. Previous 
experience of working a Women's youth (U15-U19) football environment would be 
advantageous, along with strong communication skills and demonstrable competency in 
effective delivery and reviewing of coaching sessions and fixtures.

As part of the placement at Cardiff City F.C., the club will help facilitate the development of 
theoretical knowledge and practical coaching skills, including communication, and the use of 
analysis software. The club will also provide the following:
